PLEASE   READ   THESE   TOURNAMENT   RULES

1.
USBC Certified Tournament Rules will govern this tournament. Bowlers paying membership through another association must pay $2.00 processing fee to be eligible to compete in this tournament.

2.
Only Greater Flint USBC Youth league members may bowl and by changing partners can compete more than once. All bowlers must meet average qualifications (see rule #7).

3.
Teams will consist of one boy and one girl with the bowlers combined averages determining their class. The tournament is in six classes as listed on front of entry. 

4.
All entries received by Wednesday, October 21, 2009, will appear on coach’s schedule. Additional entries will be accepted through Tuesday, November 3, 2009, where needed to fill squads with openings.

5.
Award fund is returned 100% and will be given according to the number of entries in each class on a ratio of one in eight entries. First place is guaranteed. Champions will be guests of Greater Flint USBC Youth at the Annual Awards Banquet in June. 

6.
A total of $1200 in scholarships will be awarded to the First Place teams in each of the six (6) tournament divisions. ($200 per team/ $100 per person) Scholarships awarded by Greater Flint USBC Youth may be applied for, following graduation from high school, on a Gr Flint USBC Scholarship Payment Request form. At no time may scholarships be disbursed prior to high school graduation. In order to redeem scholarships, applicants must meet MHSAA (Michigan High School Athletic Association) regulations and Greater Flint USBC Youth guidelines.

7.
If league session qualifications are met, bowlers will use their GF USBC Youth highest yearbook average from the previous season, 15 or more games, unless average as of October 24, 2009, is 15 or more pins over that average. Bowlers that do not have a GF USBC Youth yearbook average will use their highest GF USBC Youth league average as of October 24, 2009, minimum of three (3) league sessions. Bowlers that do not have either of the above must have the three (3) league sessions bowled before their scheduled date of tournament.

8.
Handicap for classes A-E will be 100% from 230. OPEN class has no handicap.

9.
Falsification of average or information will result in disqualification.

10.
Once a sub has been put into play the regular bowler cannot enter the lineup, unless an emergency arises, at which time the Tournament Officials will rule. 

11.
Bowlers MUST check in ½  hour before scheduled squad time. Any changes or substitutions are to be made AT LEAST 45 minutes before squad time. Subs must present proof of average.
12.
Tardy bowlers must begin the event in the frame being bowled at the time of their arrival. NO make up frames are permitted. Teams arriving late will be permitted to bowl only at the discretion of the Tournament Officials.

13.
Fees of $12 per bowler ($24 total) must accompany the entry. No refunds will be issued.
14.
Smoking, drinking of alcoholic beverages or unsportsmanlike conduct by bowlers WILL NOT be permitted while participating in this Tournament. Please dress appropriately as a dress code will be in effect while bowling. If any bowler wears the following, they must change or will not be allowed to bowl. NO hats, NO short skirts or skorts (knee length), NO shirts advertising drinking and/or smoking. NO shirts with any sort of suggestive material printed on them and NO midriff shirts. Exposed midriffs and exposed undergarments will not be allowed. Team names cannot be suggestive and/or advertise drinking and/or smoking. Cell phone usage, as well as any MP3 players (etc.), will not be allowed from 10 minutes before the squad time until all bowlers have finished their competition.
15.
No coaching will be permitted during the Tournament. Only bowlers, monitors/scorekeepers, and Tournament Officials are allowed in the bowling area. A SMOKE FREE environment will be observed before and during tournament play. Smoking and drinking of alcoholic beverages by adults will be permitted in designated areas only.

16.
Any exceptions of Tournament Rules listed above will be resolved at the discretion of the Tournament Officials. Any appeals or protests regarding scores shall be made in writing to the Tournament Manager within 24 hours after the error has been made. Any protest regarding eligibility shall be made in writing to the Tournament Manager before the distribution of awards.
